Prose: crime ( cons: criminals) hahaha
In a recent court case in Austria, a former university student in Vienna was prosecuted for fraud, because she applied for a grant, although she already had sufficient funds to study at university.  She was arrested by the police and appeared before a magistrates' court, and has been forced to repay the money, which the judge considered as stolen.  The student should have mentioned that she had money in a savings account, which had been set up by her parents and which could have supported her during her studies.  
The judge found her guilty of fraud and sentenced her to a fine of several thousand euros.  He said that although this was not a serious offence such as burglary or drug dealing, it was not true to say that there was no victim.  He said that several hundred similar cases would have to be investigated by the police in the coming months. 
The accused admitted her guilt and regretted that she had made this attempt to obtain a university grant fraudulently.
